THERE: Pearson International Airport in Mississauga is the cityÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s main international airport.

Toronto Island Airport handles shorter-distance flights. Highways and rail lines link the city to other

Canadian and American cities like Ottawa, Montreal, Detroit and Buffalo.GETTING AROUND: Learn
