The book is a collection of information about sea creatures.This
is a level 2 reader, but it is an advanced level 2 reader due to content and length. For example, it
has advanced words like A¢A AceordinaryA¢A A« and A¢A AcetentaclesA¢A A-. It is 32 pages long
and a challenge for a child that can read some of the simpler readers alone. This book can be a
read-aloud until the child is ready to read on his or her own.The pictures look exactly like those in
the show. The illustrations are clear and help the children make observations and be able to

understand the text. Overall, this is an excellent book.
This book has some really big words for being a level 2 book. | bought this for a boy who struggles
to read and there is no way he could read this on his own, and he is a level 2 in most other books.
