Written for a younger audience than that of MorrisA¢a -a,¢ SquireA¢a -4a,¢s Tales series, this
book kicks off The KnightsA¢a -4,¢ Tales series with an episodic story about Sir Lancelot. In the
long tradition of writers choosing elements from Arthurian lore, embellishing them, and creating their
own versions of the stories, Morris fashions a tale in nine chapters that will appeal to readers with a
greater appetite for adventure and comedy than for romance and tragedy. The book opens with
Lancelot joining King ArthurA¢a -4,¢s court after defeating a string of knights at a tournament, and
continues with a series of journeys and heroic combats. These are followed by LancelotA¢a -4,¢s
year as a hermit and with the knightA¢a -4,¢s returning to court to save Queen Guinevere from an
evil plot and rejoin the Round Table. The art catches the tone of the writing in the often-amusing ink
drawings.
